· Clarify the idea of another student

· Asking questions

· Defines terms or concepts



	New Ideas
	· Comes up with a unique insight that spurs discussion

· Challenges an idea with evidence

· Articulates a new or original perspective on the question



	Outside Connections
Personal Connections
	· Brings in ideas from previous texts, lectures, and class discussions

· Brings in connections from other classes

· Makes personal connections as evidence for ideas
